DANGER

Corrosive. Causes irreversible eye damage. Do not get in eyes or on clothing. Wear
protective eyewear (goggles, face shield, or safety glasses).

ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS

This pesticide is toxic to fish and aquatic invertebrates. Waters treated with this
product may be hazardous to aquatic organisms.
